Where Do We Go From Here?

The past several weeks have gone by very quickly as | have moved from part
time to full time ministry as the Transitional Lead Clergy. (I would like to clarify
here that | will be serving the church in this transition phase as the lead clergy-
person, but | am not the new Senior Pastor.) One of the first steps was to
move into a more accessible office. My office is now in the east wing of the
church across from the library. My current schedule is to be in the office Mon-
day through Thursday and take Friday as my day off. If you need to reach me
outside of office hours, please call me at my home number which is
715-848-3519.

We have completed the first phase of our transition to a new senior pastor. In
December we said a fond farewell to Pastor John Meachen as we sent him “off
to camp.” Members of the Personnel committee and the Executive Commit-
tee of the Council had an exit interview with Pastor John to listen to his reflec-
tions and insights on our congregation.

The Council has voted in a pastoral transition team and they were affirmed in a
Covenanting Service on the 22" of January. In addition we welcomed Andy
Moscinski onto our ministry team as the new Director of Education and Family
Ministries.

Phase Il of the transition process involves setting a Mission Evaluation Team
in place to do the critical work of reviewing our life and mission as the Church,
the Body of Christ. In the next few months there will be opportunities to share
with that team our present strengths and core values, to discuss specific areas
where the congregation needs to strengthen its ministry, to consider the chal-
lenges and opportunities that we face in the next 5-10 years and define our
mission, and to identify the gifts that are most important for the next pastor to
possess.

On Sunday, February 12", Bishop Jim Justman, who serves as the Bishop of
the East Central Synod of Wisconsin will preach at both morning services. In
addition, there will be an opportunity to meet with him in the Fellowship Hall
between the services where he will reflect on the call process, the role the
Synod will play in that process, and to answer questions from members of the
congregation.

Following the completion of the work of the Mission Evaluation Team, a call
committee will be appointed by the Church Council. The Synod Staff will work
with the call committee to provide candidates for the senior pastor position.
There will then be an interview process and the recommendation of a candi-
date to the entire congregation. Bishop Justman has indicated that the entire
call process generally takes 6 -12 months.

What role do you play in this process? Continue to worship and serve in this
community of faith, participate in the conversations as you are invited and pray
for this congregation’s future.

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THE SEASON OF LENT

The season of Lent begins on Ash Wednesday and continues for 40 days, ending on the eve of Easter. The six
Sundays in Lent are not part of the Lenten season, but when added to the 40 days make 46 days between Ash Wednes-
day and Easter.

*For 40 days it rained on the ark; Moses fasted on Mount Sinai; the spies scouted out Canaan; Israel’'s armies were
taunted by Goliath; Elijah walked on the strength of the angel’s food to the mountain of God; Ezekiel lay on his right side;
the inhabitants of Nineveh repented; Jesus wandered in the wilderness; and Jesus appeared after the resurrection.
Forty is always the space between, the journey to God, the time it takes for us to see that God is already with us. So
Lent is forty days as together we enter into the biblical metaphor of a sacred span of time.”

How will you use that sacred span of time? Throughout most of Christian history, Lent has continued to have two pri-
mary purposes: the preparation of catechumens for Baptism at the Easter Vigil, and the baptismal renewal of all the
faithful in preparation for Easter. This year in worship, the Sundays in Lent lead us to focus on five covenants God
makes in the Hebrew Scriptures and to use them as lenses through which to view baptism. On Wednesdays, there are
additional opportunities to worship at 4:30 and 6:30 p.m. Your staff is busy planning the Wednesday worship times with
the help of three pastors. Many embrace the three Lenten practices lifted up in Matthew: almsgiving for the poor, pray-
ing, and fasting.

For your Lenten meditation , you are invited to a
series of Lenten organ concerts sponsored by the Wis-
consin River Chapter of the American Guild of
Organists. The five concerts will be held on consecutive
Fridays beginning on March 2nd and ending on March
30th, 12:15-12:45 p.m. at St. Stephen’s Lutheran
Church, 512 McClellan St., downtown Wausau.
Different organists will play each concert. Admission is
free.

February 5, Fifth Sunday after Epiphany : “On Eagle’s Wings” is the Hymn of
the Day today, reflecting the texts which will be read. Sing boldly as the Hymn of
the Day is the congregation’s response to what they have heard in the readings
and the sermon!

February 12, Sixth Sunday after Epiphany: _ This will be an exciting day in the
worship life of Good Shepherd as Bishop James Justman preaches and the
Shepherd’s Staff leads in worship.

Join others for the
soup supper at 5:30.

February 26, First Sunday in Lent: | Peter connects the way God saved Noah'’s
family in the flood with the way God saves us through the water of baptism. The
baptismal covenant is made with us individually, but the new life we are given in
baptism is for the sake of the whole world. This is also “Camp Sunday”. Come to
see what that means.
